Violators will be ticketed. 

PARADE RULES AND REGULATIONS 

 No entry fee, but pre-registration is  

REQUIRED.  

 Motor vehicles must be decorated. 

NOTHING may be thrown or handed 

from a moving vehicle. Walkers may 

hand out items. 

 Black powder guns may be fired only in 

“parade mode”. 

 Spooked animals must exit the parade 

route. 

 Burn-outs are not allowed.
